“When you pray, pray 
simply: ‘Our Father, who art in heaven….’ go to your 
room and pray….” “ Where two or more are gathered in 
my name, I am in their midst  .” 
 
 In one parish, the weekly bingo was held on the 
same night each week.  One year the Feast of All Saints 
came on that day.  The Pastor planned on cancelling  
bingo and to have Mass.  The bingo players groused.  The 
head of the bingo committee said: “We’ll cancel bingo.  
We built the church to pray in, not to play bingo!” 
 One priest ordained thirty years ago and had 
printed on the invitation to his first Mass: “Come, and 
pray with me!” Twenty-five years later, at his anniversary 
Mass, he had the invitation say: “Come, and let us pray 
together!” 
 Someone was heard over saying: “I pray on my 
own.  I don’t need to go to church to pray.  But, if we 
don’t go to Mass, we deprive ourselves of the greatest 
prayer:  Christ praying to the Father for us in the Holy 
Eucharist, in which He wants to form us into His people.
