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Scripture Reflection

Jesus continues his way to Jerusalem to mend the
broken relationship between God and God’s people. A
reconciliation of cosmic proportions to take place in
Jerusalem, on Calvary, and in a garden-all are most
unlikely places where the sin of Adam will be rectified and
humankind will be saved.

To understand what Jesus was about in his travels
and to understand our part in journey, one needs to pay
attention to the directions Jesus gives on the way. For
example, “Strive to enter through the narrow gate. Four
weeks ago, Jesus encouraged us, “Ask and you will
receive; seek and you will find.” These are pretty good
directions that provide good guide-posts on the way.
Jesus, however, never said where the narrow gates would
be and how we are seeking. He probably trusted our
judgments to open our eyes.

A Greek word for “strive” is also the source of
“agony,” somewhat appropriate because Jesus will soon
approach Jerusalem and his destiny. It’s not for the faint
of heart.

There is another viewpoint, however, that
indicates another direction for the pilgrimage. Itis a
reminder that this journey and its requirements cannot be
taken for granted. Even though the pilgrims were moving
with some confidence, Jesus reminded them that they’re
not home free yet. That message is inherent in the verse “I
do not know where you come from. Depart from me, all
you evildoers”- followed by the most intriguing verses in
Scripture: “ And there will be wailing and grinding teeth”
and “For behold, some are last who will be first, and some
are first who will be last.”

Just when we thought we had it made— another
worry. Keep on Striving.

There have been several meetings over the
summer, involving at one time or another, parish reps,
diocesan reps, and township reps, and the Township has
repeated its position based on legal counsel and insurance
carrier directives, that the church, ie, Diocese of
Pittsburgh, indemnify the township for any potential
claims related to a crosswalk installed specifically for the
use of St. Joan of Arc "traffic" The issue is now with
diocesan officials who are reviewing possible insurance
coverage. St. Joan of Arc Pastoral Council indicated in
February that it was in favor of the parish assuming
coverage. We hope that the matter can be quickly resolved
to the benefit and safety of all concerned.
