Scripture Reflection 
 

 It is highly unlikely that any of the disciples of 
Jesus accompanied him at dinner “One of the leading 
Pharisees.”   In fact, they could have been scandalized to 
see Jesus eating with a group of Jews who received some 
of his most severe criticisms,  Jesus was eating with a 
Jewish sect that he soundly criticized in other parts of the 
gospels, which contradicts Matthew 16:11-12: “How do 
you comprehend that I was not speaking to you about 
bread?  Beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and 
Sadducees.” 
 By the time we read the gospel accounts, our 
mindset has been strongly influenced by a type of 
“demonizing.”  Not restricted to assault, demonizing can 
take place on personal levels.  Historically, the group who 
has been demonized is a minority in a tight society. 
 One such demonized group is the Pharisees.  Who 
has not heard a homily or used the term Pharisaical in 
trashing someone who is disliked and is seen as 
hypocritical?  Its source is the numerous references to the 
Pharisees in gospels, who are portrayed as vipers and 
hypocrites, and usually for good reason.  Blanketing the 
Pharisees, however, does not provide a completely honest 
profile. 
 The Pharisees were protectors of Jewish law and 
watchdogs whose task was to ensure orthopraxy of Jewish 
life and worship.  Today, much to the surprise of many, 
Jesus is at the dinner table of an important Pharisee in 
Jerusalem.  He has eaten with sinners, so there is no 
reason why he should not eat  with Pharisees.  His actions 
no doubt caused scandal to some of his followers.  They 
could be the ones whom Luke describes when he writes, “ 
The people were observing him carefully.”  Who knows, 
maybe we are under scrutiny.
