 The purpose of meals in Jesus' world was to 
strengthen social relationships. Kin and friends were 
and continue to be the basis of economic survival in 
that world.  You could always count on family and 
friends to help you.                                                                            
 Now, a follower of Jesus who stopped 
"networking" by means of meals would jeopardize a 
family's very existence. The disciple must then choose 
between allegiance to family and allegiance to Je-
sus.
