Scripture Reflection

Remember, too, that darkness is the absence of light.
Scientist tell us the absence of light creates a darkness that
cannot get any darker. Think about it. Put yourselfin a
darkened room strike one small match. Immediately, that
tiny light dispels all the darkness around you. So its for us
who long for the light that is Easter. The darkness through
which we walk would be forever dark had God not struck
the match that is Christ’s risen life.
